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“ASSEMBLING FOR WORSHIP UNTO GOD”

Psalm 18:3 says, “I will call upon the LORD, who is worthy to be praised: so shall I be saved
from mine enemies.” Our God is Worthy to be worshipped and praised. When we praise, we declare
God’s Worth, and His Worth is immeasurable. No price can be put upon God. He is our Everything!
Acts 17:28 says, “For in him we live, and move, and have our being. . .”

In our worship services, we have five acts of worship. Each of these are to be offered in spirit
and in truth. John 4:23-24 says, “But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall
worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh such to worship him. God is a Spirit:
and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth.” We are to offer these with the
right attitude and in accordance with God’s Word (John 17:17).

Christians assemble on the first day of every week to observe the Lord’s Supper
(Acts 20:7). Acts 20:7 says, “And upon the first day of the week, when the disciples came together to
break bread, Paul preached unto them, ready to depart on the morrow; and continued his speech until
midnight.” Let us partake of the most important Supper of the week!

Christians assemble on the first day of every week to give (I Corinthians 16:1-2).

I Corinthians 16:1-2 says, “Now concerning the collection for the saints, as I have given order to the
churches of Galatia, even so do ye. Upon the first day of the week let every one of you lay by him in
store, as God hath prospered him, that there be no gatherings when I come.” Let us give!

Christians assemble on the first day of every wecek to hear preaching (Acts 2:42). Acts 2:42
says, “And they continued stedfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, and in breaking of bread,
and in prayers.” Let the Word be preached, and be attentive to it!

Christians assemble on the first day of every weck to pray (I Corinthians 14:15).

I Corinthians 14:15 says, “What is it then? I will pray with the spirit, and I will pray with the under-
standing also: I will sing with the spirit, and I will sing with the understanding also.” Let us pray!

Christians assemble on the first day of every week to sing (Ephesians 5:19). Ephesians 5:19
says, “Speaking to yourselves in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing and making melody in
your heart to the Lord;”. Let us sing!

We are commanded to assemble for worship in Hebrews 10:25, which says, “Not forsaking the
assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much
the more, as ye see the day approaching.” I encourage you to assemble for worship with a congregation
of the church of Christ each Sunday. Also, if the Elders have additional times for coming together to
study the Word of God in Bible Studies and such like, then I encourage you to attend these!
